  Turkish Shooter Wins Silver Medal 
      Olympic shooter Yusuf Dikec, 51 year old Turkish athlete who made is 
initial debut in Beijing 2008 took the silver this year with his own kind of style. 
Dikec has competed in the past four Olympic events but this year he took home 
the silver medal and the first ever medal in shooting for Türkiye with a 10m 
air pistol.
         Social media has gone simply crazy with this athlete’s unique shooting 
style. Unlike many of the other olympic shoots he did not wear the professional 
style equipment as anyone else. The other shooters sported specialized glasses, 
ear protection, and special stances. The same could not be said for Dikec. 

He 
wore normal glasses, foam ear plugs, and– the part that really caught the atten-
tion of the media– had his hand in his pocket! He vows he is not done yet and 
to go for the gold at LA 2028.

Seine River Clean Up

a hundred years. In 1923 the Seine was officially declared unswimmable 
but part of the Paris Olympics 2024’s bid was to use said river for many 
of the olympic events. The Seine river has been polluted by many things 
including sewage overflow, urban development, and wastewater. This 
year for the summer olympics Paris has put roughly 10.5 billion dollars 
into cleaning and treating the Seine in hopes for the olympics swimming 
events to be done in it. Unfortunately they have hit some obstacles. First, 
heavy rains made runoff and sewage overflow flood back into the Seine 
and severely slowed the process. Secondly, many people protesting the 
government’s use of funds were actively polluting the river.

2024 Paris Summer Olympics 
Implements Hijab Ban

       The IOC has implemented a ban on wearing hijabs during the 
Games, a move that has triggered widespread criticism and debate over 
religious freedom and inclusivity in sports.
The ban is officially justified by concerns over uniformity and safety. The 
IOC argues that standardizing attire helps maintain fairness and ensures 
all athletes are competing under the same conditions. However, this ra-
tionale has been met with backlash from those who see the hijab as a 
key aspect of personal and religious expression for many Muslim female 
athletes.
          Critics argue that the ban undermines the principles of diversity and 
respect that are increasingly important in global sporting events. They 
contend that prohibiting the hijab not only marginalizes athletes who 
wear it but also sets a troubling precedent for religious accommodations 
in sports. Prominent athletes and advocacy groups have voiced concerns 
that the ban could discourage participation and negatively impact the 
Games’ reputation. 
      Supporters of the ban assert that it’s necessary to maintain safety 
and uniformity, but many question why the hijab has been specifically 
targeted when other forms of attire are not subject to similar restrictions. 
This has led to a broader discussion about the balance between safety 
regulations and the right to express one’s identity and beliefs.

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Kristoff’s “Empire of the Vampire” is a Refreshing 
New Look at the Genre

     Hello everyone and wel-
come back to yet another se-
mester at LC State. The first 
book review of the semester 
is Jay Kristoff’s “Empire of 
the Vampire.” This book is 
not for the faint of heart, it 
covers many harsh realities 
of the world, and is macabre. 
       At fifty years old and 
6 ‘7, Jay Kristoff has written 
sixteen novels as of 2022. He 
was born and raised in Aus-
tralia, and read frequently 
as a child as well as played 
many tabletop role playing 
games such as Dungeons 
and Dragons. He has writ-
ten books for young adult 
readers as well as adult read-
ers. Kristoff’s current series 
“Empire of the Vampire” (as 
of now is a duology, but will 
later be a trilogy), is for his 
adult readers. He graduated 
from college with an Arts 
degree. He was a creative 
advisor for television before 
he started his literary career 
with the publication of “The 
Lotus War” trilogy in 2012, 
and it appears he hasn’t 
stopped since. 
     Word to the wise how-
ever, Kristoff is, according to 
his website, an avid believer 
in the lack of happy endings, 
so if you like a character pre-
pare for them to die. 
     “Empire of the Vampire” 
follows the story of a man 
named Gabriel de Leon, 
the last vampire hunter 
from a faction of half-hu-
man, half-vampires (“pale-
bloods”) called the Silver-
saints of Saint Michon. It 

opens with de Leon in a 
prison cell for killing the 
Vampire King Fabien Voss, 
where he has to tell his story 
to a vampire historian named 
Jean-François, as long as he 
tells the story, he lives, the 
minute he becomes of no use 
to the vampire, he dies. 
    The book follows de Le-
on’s story, the day the world 
went black from a phenome-
non called Daysdeath and all 
the vampires came out of the 
woodworks, how he found 
out he was a pale-blood, the 
training he had to endure, 
how he killed the Forever 
King, how he met a woman 
and had a child even though 
his Order forbade it and so 
on. It also follows the real 
reason the vampire histori-
an, Jean-François, listens to 
this Silversaint’s whole sto-
ry: de Leon had found the 
Holy Grail and it somehow 
slipped through his fingers. 
The Holy Grail is said to end 
Daysdeath, and the vampires 
want it to destroy it so the 
world stays dark forever.
     My opinion: To start 
off, when it comes to books 
around vampires I am very 
picky, mainly because vam-
pires, to me, are disgusting. 
I don’t get the romanticiza-
tion around them because 
all I can think about are 
the blood-borne pathogens 
they’re probably carrying 
due to how they have to sur-
vive. Then again, I’m not 
going to say that your inter-
est in vampires is wrong or 
bad, I’m not going to turn my 
nose up at what you enjoy, 

I’m just explaining why I’m 
very picky when it comes to 
vampire novels. 
      That said, this book pleas-
antly surprised me. There’s 
little romanticization around 
it, and there are different 
types of vampires which I 
thought was fascinating be-
cause I don’t see that quite 
often and it’s completely ran-
dom when, and if, someone 
turns into a vampire. For ex-
ample, there are these types 
of vampires called Wretched, 
which are essentially undead 
creatures that are driven 
purely on instinct. They’re 
the vampires that are falling 
apart, literally: Jaws rotting 
away from the skull, eyes 
eaten and missing, some 
come out of the dirt with 
animal marks because some-
thing was eating at it before 
it turned. Then there’s the 
highbloods, the pretty ones. 
They look put together, no 
rotting bones, your stereo-
typical vampire in a teenage 
love story. Then there’s the 
“ancien,” a group of high-
bloods that have been around 
for centuries and as such are 
incredibly hard to kill. 
     If I were to give this book a 
rating I’d say a 4-4.5 stars out 
of 5, only because there were 
some lines in there from the 
main character that felt a lit-
tle forced in the way that the 
character was trying too hard 
to sound cool or scary. The 
overall world building how-
ever, in my opinion, makes 
up for those few sentences of 
dialogue.

   Zombie movies are a 
clique that have grown 
and changed over the 
years in a lot of big ways.

    One example of the 
change to the zombie na-
ture is that these zombies

originate from a chemical 
mishap. These new formed 
zombies (which we first see 
in a deer before ever seeing 
it in people) don’t hunger 
for brains like old school 
zombies either, or at least 
don’t seem to. They do how-
ever transmit the zombie 
virus via bite. These zom-
bies are particularly fast 
moving as well, not only 
do they run but the zombie 
outbreak takes less than five 
hours to have spanned all of 
South Korea.
      Our characters, a Dad 
and his daughter, a husband 
and wife, among others, 
start the film in Seoul, the 
South Korean capital and 
meet after boarding a train 
that will end its trip in Bu-
san, a large city on the other 
end of the country. This is 
roughly a three hour trip in 
the real world, this makes 
the two hour movie seem 
tense without missing too 
much important time. Un-
like movies that span days 
in only two hours. 
     As the train moves across 
the country so does the up 
and coming zombie apoc-
alypse. Like any zombie 
movie the characters have 
to face not only zombies at 
every turn but also a social 
and moral division. When 
you add in the restricted 
space of a train it makes ev-
erything a little more tense.  
Characters wind up fight-

outside the train but some 
within. 
    I was a little under im-
pressed by the creativity in 
a few scenes, I found my-
self wondering how things 
could have been done dif-
ferently by the character.
